There were previous discussions that 501
(c)(3) would be pursued, but Christine Wells
pointed out that a 501 (c)(3) is appropriate for a
non-profit organization whose main activity is
fundraising for a specific cause; i.e., United Way,
American Red Cross, etc. A 501 (c)(6), on the
other hand, is appropriate for a non-profit whose
main activity is to have business to business
interaction, such as the Chamber of Commerce.

By becoming a 501(c)(6) non-profit, P.S. I
Love You remains aligned with the mission to
“promote, educate, and legitimize Petite Sirah as a
noble varietal, with special emphasis on terroir
uniqueness.”

As a result of incorporation, by-laws are
required.  The by-laws were prepared by Margaret
Elliott of Anderson, Zeigler, Disharoon, Gallagher
& Gray, Attorneys At Law. A first draft was
distributed to board members for review at the
May 25 meeting. Jo Diaz will communicate with
the members for their thoughts, asking for feed-
back, and suggested changes.

The by-laws are to be finalized by the
August 3 meeting, before the Symposium.
